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SUPPLEMENT.

Dear Cimistray Friesps—As I have olveii
a briet sketeh of my experience and views, published
in 1851, it scems to be my duty to notice some
points in that little work; also, to give more recent
views.

1. On page 17, is as follows:— L saw that the
Holy Sablath ix, and will be, the separating wall be-
tween the true Israel of God and unbelievers; and
that the Sabbath is the great question, to unite the
hearts of God'’s dear, waiting saints. I saw that God
had children, who do not see and keep the Sabbath.
They had not rejected the light onit. And at the
commencement of the time of trouble, we were fille:d
with the Holy Ghost as we went forth and proclaim-
ed the Sabbath more fully.”

This view was given in 1847, when there were
but very fow of the Advent brethren observing the
Sabbath, and of these, but fow supposed that its ob-
servance was of sufficient importance to draw a line
between the people of God and unbelievers.  Now,
the fulfillment of that view is beginning to be seen.

“The commencement of the time of trouble,” here
mentioned, docs not refer to the time when the
plagues shall begin to be poured out; but to a short
period just before they are poured out, while Christ
Is in the Sanctuary. At that time, while the work
of salvation is closing, trouble will be coming on the
earth, the nations will be angry, vet held in check,
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f0 28 not to prevent the \\mI\ of the thind angel.
At that time the “latter vain,” or refreshing from the
presence of the Lord, will cotue, to give power to the
loud voice of the thind angely and prepare the saints
to stand in the period when the seven last plagues
shall be poured out.

2.-The view of the Open and Shut Doon” on
pages 2427, \ms given in 1849, The application
of R(‘\. i, 7, 8, to the He avenly Sanctuary and
Christ’s ministry, was entirely new to me. I had
never lieard the idea advanced by any one. Now,
as the subject of the Sanctuary is being clearly un-
derstood, the application is scen n its 1>muty and force.

3. The “false reformations” referred to on page
27, are yet to be more fully seen. This view relates
more particularly to those who have heard and re-
Jected the light of the Advent doctrive. They are
given over to strong dehmom Such will not have
“the travail of soul for sinners” as formerly. Having
rejecte. the Advent, and being given over to the de-
lusions of Satan, “the time for their salvation s past.”
This does not, however, relate to those who have not
heard and have not rejected the doctrine of the Sec-
ond Advent.

. The view that the Lord “had stretched out
his hand the second time to recover the remmant of
his poople,” on page 61, refers only to the union and
strength once among those looking for Christ, and
that he had begun to unite and raise up his people
again.

5. Spirit Manifestations. On pages 25, and
26, read as follows:—“I saw that the mysterious
lmockmg in N. Y, and other places, was the power
of Satan, and that such things would be more and
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more common, clothed in a religious garh, to lull the
deceived to more security, and to draw the minds of
God’s people, I possibl e, to those things and cause
them to doubt the tes aciings, and pow m_(»f the Holy
Ghost.”

This view was given in 1849, nearly five years
since. Then spirit manifesiations were mostly con-
fined to the city of Rochester, known as the “Roch-
ester knockings.” Since that time the heresy has
spread bey oud the expectations of any one.

Much of the view on page 47, Leaded, Mysteri-
ons Rappings, civen August 1850, has since been
fulfilled, and is now fulfilling.  Here is a portion of it:

“I saw that scon it would be considered Dlasphe-
my to’'speak against the rapping, and that it would
spread more and more, and Satan’s power would in-
crease, and some ot his devoted followers would have
power to work miracles, and even to bring down fire
from heaven in the sight of men. I was “shown that
these modern magicians would yet account for all the
miracles “mumxt by our Low 0 Josus Clwvist by the
rapping and mesmerism, and many would believe
that all the mighty works of the Son of God, when he
was on the earth, were accomplished by this same
power.”

I saw the rapping delusion—what progress it was
making, and if 1t were possible it would deceive the
very elect.  Satan will have power to hring the ap-
pearance of a form before us purporting to he our
relatives and friends that now sleep in Jesus. [t will
be made to appear as though they were present, the

“wwords they uttered while here, whicl we were famil-
1ar with, will Le gpoken, and the same tona of voice,
which they had while livine, will fall upon the ear,
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All this is to deceive the saints, and ensnare them in-
to the belief of this delusion.

I saw that the saints must get a thorough under-
standing of the present truth, which they will have to
maintain from the Scriptures. They must under-
stand the state of the dead; for the spivits of devils
will yet appear to them, professing to be beloved
friends and relatives, who will declare to them that
the Sabbath has been changed, and, also, other un-
scriptural doctrines.  They will do all in their power
to excite sympathy, aud work miracles before them,
to confirm what they declaze.  The people of God
must be prepared to withstand these spirits with the
Bible truth, that the dead know not any thing, and
that they are the spitvits of devils. Our mmds st
not be taken up with things around us, but must be

occupied with the present tluth, and a preparation to
give a reason of our hope with meekness and fear.
We must seck wisdom from on high that we may
stand In this day of ervor and delusion.

I saw that we must examine well the foundation
of our hope, for we shall have to give a reason for it
from the seriptures; for we shall see this delusion
spreading, and we shall have to contend with it face
to face.  And wuless we are prepared for it, we shall
be ensnared and overcome. But if we do what we
can on our part to ba ready for the confliet that is
just Lefore us, God will do his part, and his all-pow-
erful arm will protect us. He woulldl sooner send
every angel out of glory to our relief, to make a hedge
about faithful souls, rather than they should be de-
ceived and led away by the lying wonders of Satan.

I'saw the rapidity with which this delusion was
sproacling. A train of cars was shown mo, ooing
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with the speed of lightning. The angel bade ma
look carefully. I fixed my eyes upon the train. It
seemed that the whole world was on board; that
there could not be one left.  Said the angel: “They
are binding in bundles ready to burn”  Then he
shewed me the conductor, who looked like a stately
fair person, which ail the paw“ gors Jooked up to and
reverenced. T was perplexad, andl asked my attend-
ing angel who it was, Suid 1 ¢, “1t i Satan.  He
is the conductor in the form of an angel of light. He
has taken the world captive.  They are given over to
sirong  delusions, to believe a lict at they may be
damned.”  This agent, tha next highest in order to
bim, is the enginecer, and others of bis agents are em-
ployed in di fierent offices as hie may nead them, and
they ave all going with lightning speed to perdition.
They ave binding in buneiles ready to burn. T asked
the angel if there were none loft.  Ie bade me look
in an opposite direction, and I saw a little corapany

traveling a narrow pathway.  All seemed to be firm-
Iy uni itod, and Dound tacether by the trath, in bun-
dlea, or eompaniss. Suid the angel, “The third an-
gel is binding them (roaling the ‘n) in bundles for tho
leav enly garnear.

This little eompany looked care-worn, as though
they had passed through severe trinls and conflicts.
And it appeared as ii’ the sun Lad just appeared from
beliind the clowd, and shone upon their countenanees
aivl cawrsed them to look trivmphant, as though their
vietories wore near]y won.

T saw that the Lorl had given the world opportu-
nity to discover the snare.  This one thing was evi-
donce enough for the Christian if there was no other,
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There is no difference made between the precicus and
the vile. :

_{Thomas Paine, whose body has now mouldered to
“dust, and who is to be called forth at the end of
the 1000 years, at the second resurrection, to re-
ceive his reward, and suffer the second death, is pur-
ported by satan to be in heaven, and highly exalted

. there. Satan used him on earth as long as he could,
and now he is carrying on the same work through
pretensions of having Thomas Paine so much exalted
and honored; and as he taught on earth, satan is
making it appear that he is teaching in heaven. And
some on earth who have looked with horror at h's
life and death, and his corrupt teachings while living,
now submit to be taught by him who was one of tha
vilest and most corrupt of men; one who despised
God and his law.

He who is the father of lies, blinds and deceives
the world by sending: his angels forth to speak for
the apostles, and make it appear that they contralict
what they wrote when on earth, which was dictatel
by the Holy Ghost. These lying angels make the
apostles to corrupt their own teachings and declars
them to be adulterated. By so doing he can throw
professed Christians, who have a name to live and are
dead, and all the world in uncertainty about the word
of God; for that cuts directly across his track, and is
likely to thwart his plans. Therefore he gets them
to doubt the divine origin of the Bible, and then sets
up the infidel Thomas Paine, as though he was ush-
ered into heaven when he died, and with the holy
apostles whom he hated on earth, is united, and ap-
pears to be teaching the world.
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Satan assigns each one of his angels their part to
act. e enjoins upon them to be cunning, artful and
sly.  He instructs some of them to act the part of the
apostles, and speak for them, while others are to act
out infidels and wicked men who died cursing God,
but now appear to be very religious. There 1s no
difference made between the most holy apostles and
the vilest infidel. They are both made to teach
the same thing. It matters not who satan makes to
speak, if his object is only accomplished.  He was so
intimately connected with Paine upon earth, and aid-
ed him, that it is an easy thing for him to know the
very words he used, and the very hand-writing of one
of his devoted childven who served him so faithfully,
and accomplished his purposes so well. Satan dicta-
ted much of his writings, and it is an casy thing for
him to dictate sentiments through his angels now, and
make it appear that it comes through Thomas Paine,
who was his devoted servant while he lived. But
this is the master-piece of satan.  All this teaching
purporting to be from apostles, and saints, and wick-
ed men who have died, comes directly from his sa-
tanic majesty.

This should be enough to remove the vail from ev-
ery mind and discover unto them the dark, mysterious
works of satan ;—that he has got one whom le - loved
so well, and who hated God so perfectly, with the
holy apostles and angels in glory: virtually saying to
the world and infidels, No matter how wicked you
are; no matter whether you believe in God or the
Bible, or disbelicve; liveas you please, heaven is your
home ;—for every one knows that if Thomas Paine
is in heaven, and =o cxalted, they will surely get there.
This is so glaring that all may sce if they will.  Sa-

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tan is doing now what he has heen trying to do since
his full, through individuals like Thomas Paine.  Ho
is, through his power and lying wonders, tearing
away the foundation of the Clivistian’s hope, and put-
ting out their sun that is to lighten them in the nar-
row way to heaven.” He is making the world believe
that the Bible is 1o better than a story-hook, unin-
spired, while he holds out something to take its place;
namely. Spiritnal Munifestations!

Here is a channel wholly devoted to hiniself, under
his control,and he can make the world believe what he
will.  The Book that is to judge him and his follow-
ers, he puts back in the shade, just where he wants
it. The Savidur of the world he makes to be no more

than a commoen man; and as the Roman guard that.

watched the tomb of Jesus, spread the false and Iying
report that the chief priests and elders put in their
mouth, so will the poor, deluded followers of these
pretended spiritual manifestations, repeat, and try to
make it appear that there is nothing miraculous about
our Saviour's birth, death and resurrection; and they
put Jesus back, with the Bible, in the shade, where
they want him, and then get the world looking to
them and their lying wonders and miracles, which
they declare far exceed the works of Christ.

Thus the world is taken in the snare, and lalled to
seeurity s not to find out their awful deception, until
the seven last plagues ave poured out.  Satan laughs
as he sees his plan succeed so well, and the whole
world in the snare. :

5. On pages 29-383, is a view given January, 1850.
That portion of this view, which relates to means be-
ing withheld from the messengers, more particularly
applied to that time.  Since that time friends of - the
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cause of pragsent truth have been raised up, who have
watehed for opportunity to do good with their means.
And some have handed out too frecly, to the injury
of the receivers. For above two years I have been
shown more relative to a carcless and too free use of
the Lord’s money. than a lack of means.

The following is from a view given me at Jackson,
Mich., June 2d, 1853. It related mostly to the breth-
ren in that place. “I saw that the brethren com-
menced to sacrifice their property, and handed it out
without having the true object set before them—the
sutforing cause—and they handed out too freely, too
much and too often. - T saw that the teachers should
have stood in a place to correct this ervor, and exert
a good iufluence in the church. Money was made
to be of little or no consequencs; the sooner disposed
of, the bettor. A bad example has been set by some
in accepting large donations, and not giving the least
caution to those who had means not to use it too treely
and carelessly. And by accepting so large anamount of
means, without questioning whether God had made it
their duty to bestow so largely, they sanctioned the
brethren's giving too hountifuliy.

Those who gave, also erred, not being particular to
rotera

inquira into the necessities of ihe case, whethe
was actual need or not.  Thore who had means were
thrown into great perplexity. One brother was much
hit by too much means being put into hix hands.
He did not study economy; Lt lived extravagantly,
and in his travels laid out money here and there to
no profit,  He spread a wrong nfluence by making
sucll free use of the Lord’s money, and would say to
others, and in his own heart, There iz means enough
in Jackson, more than can be used before tha Lord
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comes. Some were very much injured by such a
course, and came into the truth with wrong views, not
realizing that it was the Lord’s money they were
using, and not fecling the worth of it. And I saw
that these poor souls who have just embraced the third
angel’s message, and have had such an example set
before them, will have much to learn, to deny self,
and suffor for Christ’s sake. They will have to learn
to give up their ease, and cease studying their conven-
ience and comfort, and bear in mind the worth of
souls. Those who feel the “woe” upon them will
not be for making great preparations and fixings out-
wardly, to travel in ease and comfort. Those who
have no calling have been encouraged into the field.
Others have been affected by these things, and have
not felt the need of economy, of denying themselves,
and putting into the treasury of the Lord. They
would feel and say, “There are others who have means
enough; they will give for the paper. T need not do
anfthing. The paper will be supported without my
help.? i< - :

1t has been no small trial to me to see that some
have taken that portion of my views which related to
sacrificing property to sustain the cause, and make a
wrong use of it, and use means extravagantly, while
neglecting to carry out the principles of other portions.
On page 31, read the following :—“I'saw that the
cause of God had been hindered, and dishonored by
some traveling who had no message from God. Such
will have to give an account to God for every dollar
they have used in traveling where it was not their
duty to go; for that money might have helped on
the cause of God.” Page 82.—“I saw that those
who have strength to labor with their hands, and help
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sustain the cause, were as accountable for that strengtly,
as others wera for their property.”

1 would here call especial attention to the view of
this subject given on pages 45, 46, Here is a short
extract = The ohject of the words of ‘our Saviour
| Luke xii, 33] had not heen clearly presented. Isaw
that the object of selling was not to give to those who
are able to Jabor and support themselves, but to spread
the truth. It is a sin to support and indulge in idle-
ness, these who ave able to labor.  Some have been
zealous to attend all the meetings; not to glorify God,
but for the “loaves and fishes”  Such had mueh better
have heen at home laboring with their hands, “the
thing that is @ood,” to supply the wants of their fam-
ilies, and to have somsthing to give to sustain the
precious cause.”

T have seen that it has been satan’s design in times

past to push out some with a hueried spirit to make
a too free use of means, and influence the brethren to
rashly dispose of their property, that means might be
thrown out carclessly, and hastily disposed of, and
souls injured and lost through an abundance of means,
and now when the truth is to he spread more exten-
sively, the lack might be felt. His design has in
some degree been accomplished.
" The Lord has shown me the error of many in look-
ing to those only who have property to support the
publication of the paper and tracts. A4 should act
their part.  Those who have strength to labor” with
their handy, and earn means to help sustain the cause,
are as accountable for it as others are for their prop-
erty. Every child of God, who professes to believe
the present truth, should be zealous to act his part
in this cause.
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July, 1853, T saw that it was not as it should be,
that the paper, owned and approved of Goid, should
come out so seldom.  That the cause, in the time in
which we are living, demands the paper weekly, and
the publication of many more tracts to expose the in-
creasing crrors of this time; but the work was hin-
dered for want of mean=. I saw that the truth must go,
and that we must not be too fearful; that tracts and pa-
pers had better go to three where they were not needad,
than to have one deprived of them who can be ben-
efited, and who prize:d them. I saw that the last-
day signs should be brought out and clearly shown;
for the manifestations of satan are on the Inerease.
Their publishing is increasing, their power is grow-
ing; and what we can do to get the truth before
othors, must be done quickly.

I was shown like this. The truth once got out
now, will stand; for it is the truth for the last days,
and it will live, and less meed to be said upon the
truth after it is out. Numberless words need not be
put upon paper to justify what speaks for itself, and
shines inits clearness. But it is not so witherror. Itisso
winding and twisting that it needs a multitude of
words to explain it in its crooked form. But truth
is straight, plain, clear, and stands_out boldly i its
own defense.  The cause of truth should not be hin-
dered in its onward progress for want of means.

I saw that in some places all. the light they had
reccived came from the paper; aud souls had re-
ceived the truth in this way, and then talked it to
others; and now in places where there are several,
they had been raised up by this silent messengor.
It was their only preacher.

GOSPIL ORDER.

Tinr Lord has shown me that gospel order has
heen too much neglected and feaved. That formality
should be shunned; but in so doing, order should not,
be neglected.  There is order inheaven.  There was
order in the church when Clrist was upon carthg
and after his departure, order was strictly observed
among his apostles.  And now in these last days,
while God is bringing his children into the unity
of the faith, there is more real need of order than
ever before.  For as God is wniting his children, sa-
tan and his evil angels are very busy to prevent this
unity, and to destroy it. Thercfore men will e
hurried into the field; men without wisdom, lacking’
judgment, perhaps not ruling well their own house, and
not having ovder or govermnent over the very few
that God has given them charge of at home; yet they
feel capable of having charge of the flock. They make
many wrong moves, and all the messengers are thought,
by those unacquainted with our fuith, to be like thess
self-sont men; and the eause of God is reproached,
and the truth shunned by many unbelievers, who
would otherwisze ba candid, and anxious to ineuire,
Are thesa things zo?

Men, T saw, whose lives are not Toly, who are un-
qualified to teach the present teath, cuter the fickl
without being acknowledged by the churel or breth-
ren generally, and confusion and disunion is the re-
sult.” Some have a theory of the truth and ean dwell
upon argument, but lack spirituality, judgment and
experience, and - they fail in many things which is
very necessary for one to possess hefore they can teach
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the present truth to others.  Others have not the ar-
gument; but because a fow brethren hear them pray
well, and give an exciting exhortation now and then,
press them into the field, to engage in a work that
God has not quahﬁed them for and when they have
not sufficient experience and Judmneut for the work.
Spiritual pride comes in, and they are lifted up, and
act under the deception of thinking that they are
laborers. They do not know themselves. They lack
sound ]urhﬂnenb and patient reasoning. Talk boast-
ingly of themselves, and assert many things which
the) cannot prove ﬁom the Word. God knoweth
this, therefore he does not call such to labor in these
periloustimes.  Andbrathrenshould be careful and not
push out those into the field whom God has not called.

These men, who are not called of God, are gener-
ally the very ones that are the most Conﬁdent that
they are so oallul, and that their labors are very import-
ant. They go into the field, and do not exert a good
influence (rcuemlh yet in some places they have a
measure of s suceess, which leads individuals to think
that they are surely called of God. I saw that it was
nota positive evidence that men arve called of God, be-
cause they havesome success ; fornow the angels of G‘md
are moving upon the hemt% of his honest chllchen to
enlighten their understanding as to the present truth,
that - they may lay hold upon it and live. And even
if self:sent men put themselves where God does not
put them, and profess to be teachers, and souls receive
the truth by hearing them talk it, this is no evidence
that they are called of God. The souls who
receive the truth from them, receive it to be brought
into trial and bondage, as they afterwards find that
these men were not standing in the counsel of God.

Fven if wicked men talk the truth, some may receive
ity but it doos not Lring those \\ho talked it, mto any
more favor with God.  Wicked men are wicked men
still. And acesrling tothe deceptionthey practised, and
as they deceived those who were beloved of God, and
brought confusion into the chureh, so wll their pun-
ishmeut be areater, and their sns will not remain cov-
cr d, butwill beexpesad inthe (Llyof God’sfieree anger.
These selfzent messengers are a curze to the cause.
Honest souls put confide m o in them, think that they
are moving in the counsel of God, tut they are in
union with the chureh, anld suffer thom to administer
the ordinances, to lead them down into the water and
Baptize them, as duty is made plain that they must
do theiv first works; and then when light comes as
it surely wll, and they are aware that these men are
not what the v understood them to be, God’s called
and chosen messenger, they are thrown into trial and
dotbt as to the truth tm\ have lecm\o], and feel
that they must learn it all over again, and are troub-
Jed, and perplexad by the enemy, about all their ex-
perience, whether God has Ted them or not, and are
not satistied nutil they are again baptized, and begin
aneve.  And it s much more labor i0u~, and wearing
to the spirits of Goa’s messengers, to go into th
places where those have boen, \\ho liave exortad this
wrong influenca. Gols gorvants have to deal plainly,
en 'l not eover up wiones, but act openly; for they
ave stan lmg Lotwaen the living and the dead, and
st render an aecount of the faithfulness of their
on, an:d the influence they exert over the flock
of which tha Lord has ma de them overseers.
wels who received e truth and are brought
fto sl trials swoul Dlesve hl the trath the same

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if these men (who Iack the qualifications they must
have to be the Lovd’s messengers) had stayed away,
and filled the humble place God designed for them.
God's-eye was upon his jowels, and he would direct
his called and chosen messengers to themn; men that
would move understandingly, and the light of truth
would shine and discover to these souls their true
position, and they would receive the truth understand-
ingly, and b satised with its baauty and clearncss,
And as they feel the effects and power of the truth,
will be strong and shed a holy influence.

Again: the danger of those traveling, whom God
has not called, was shown me.  If they do have some
suceess, the qualifications that are lacking will be felt.
Injudicious moves will be made, and some precious
jewels may be driven off by a lack of wisdow, where
they never can be reached. I saw that the church
should fecl their responsibility, and should look care-
fully and attentively at the lives, qualifications, and
general course of those who profess to be teachers.
And if unmistakable evidence is not given that God
has called them, and that the “ woe” is upon them if
they heed not this call, it is the duty of the church
to act, and let it be-known that they are not acknowl-
edged teachers by the church. This is the only course
the church can take in order to be clear in this mat-
ter; for the burden lays upon them.

I saw that this door that the enemy comes in af,
to perplex and trouble the flock, can be shut. I in-
quired of the angel how this door could be closed.
Said he, “The church must flee to God’s word, and
become astablished upon gospel order which las heen
overlooked and neglected”  This s indispansably
neeessary to bring the church into the unity of the
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faith. I saw that they were in danger in the apos-
tles’ days of Dbeing imposed upon and deceived by
false teachers; and men were chosen by the brethren,
or churely, who had given goad evidence that they
were capable of ruling well their own house, and
preserving  order in their own  families; nen
that could enlighten those who were in darkness.
Inquiry was made of God concerning them, and then,
according to the mind of the church, and the Holy
Ghost, they were set apart Ly the laying on of hands.
Having received their commission from God, and hav-
ing the approbation of the chureh, they go forth bap-
tizing in the name of the Father, Son and Ioly Ghost,
and to administer the ordinances of the Lord’s house,
often waiting upon the saints by presenting them the
cmblems of the broken body and spilt blood of the cru-
cified Saviour, to keep fresh in the memery of God’s
beloved children, his sufferings and death.

I saw that we arc no more sceure from falso
teachers now -than they were in the apostles’ days;
and if we do no more, we should take as special
measures as they did to secure the peace, harmony
and union of the flock.  We have their example, and
should follow it. Brethven of experience, and of a
sound mind, should assemble, and follow the word of
God, and with fervent prayer, and by the sanction of
the Spirit of God, should lay hands upon those who
have given full proof that they have received their
commission of God, and sat them apart to davote
themselves entirely to tha work.  And by this act
show the approving voice of the church, in their go-
ing forth as messengers to carry the most solemn
message ever given to men.

God will not intrust the care of hia procions flock
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to mon whose minds and judgment have heen weak-
ened by former errors that they have been in, such
as so-called P“lf('(’fl()]]]hnl and spn'ltna]mn, mld by
their course, while in these errors, have' brought re-
proach upon the cause of truth and dmomced them-
selves.  And although they may now fwl free from
errez, axd competent to go forth to teach this last mes-
sage, God will not fwcept them.  He will not intrust
precious sculs to their care; for their judgment has
Leen perverted while in error, and is now weakened.

The great and holy One is a jealous God, and he
will have holy men to carry his truth.  The holy law,
spoken by God from Sinai, is a part of himself, and
holy men, who are its strict observers, will alone hon-
or him by teaching it to others.

T saw that the servants of God who teach the truth
should be men -of judgment. They should be men
that can hear opposition, and not get excited; for
those who oppose the trath will pick ‘those who tea/oh
it, and every objection that can be pxoduced, in ‘its
worst form, w il he brought to bear against the truth.
And the servants of God, who bear the message,
must be prepared, with calmness and meekness, to
remove thece objections by the light of truth. I saw
that the (»])1)4)&015 would often t‘x]k to ministers of God
in a provoking manner, to call out something from
them of the sane nature, that they can make as s much
of aa pessible, and declare to others that the teachers
of the commandments have a bitter spirit, and are

I have secn that those who profess to be teachers,
should Le patterns of piety, meckness, and of great
hurility, possessing a kind spirity to win souls to Je-
sug, and the truth of the Bible, A minister of Chirist
should be pure in conversation and in actions. He
should ever bear in mind that he is handling words
of inspiration, words of a holy God. He must hear
in mind that the flock is entrusted to his care, and he
1s to bear their cases to Jesus, and plead for them as
Jesus pleads for us to the Father. I was pointed
back to the children of Isracl anciently, and saw how
pure and holy the ministers of the Sfmcturm' had to
be, because they were hrought by their work into a
close connection with God. They that should miu-
ister, must be holy, pure and without blemish, or God
would destroy them. I saw that God had not
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changed.  He was just as Toly and pure, just as pat-
ticular as ever he was. He clangeth not! Those
who profess to be the ministers of Jesus, should be
men of experience and deep piety, and then at all
times, and in all places they can shed a holy influence.

I have seen that it was now time for the mes-
sengers to move out wherever there was an opening,
and God would go before them and would open the
hearts of some to hear. New places must be entered,
and when new places are visited it would be well to
go two and two, so as to hold up each others hands,
wherever they can consistently, and not neglect other
places. It was shown me like this. It would be
well for two brethren to start together, and travel in
company together to the darkest places, whore thera
is much opposition, and where they need the most
labor, and with united efforts and strong faith set the
truth before those in darkness. And then.if they
could accomplish more, by visiting many places, to go
separately, but often meet while on the tour to en-
courage each other by their faith, and thercby
strengthen and hold up each others hands. Also,
consult upon the places opened for them, and decide
which of their gifts will be the most needed, and in
what way they can have the most success; and reach
the heart. And then as they separate again their
courage and energy will be renewed to meet the op-
Position and darkness, and to labor with feeling hearts
to save perishing souls. -

I saw that the servants of God should not go over
and over the same field of labor, but should be search-
ing out souls in new places. Those who are already
established in the truth should not demand so much
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of their Jabor; for they ought {0 be able to stand
alone, and strengthen others about them while the
messengers of God are in the dark and lonely places
setting the truth hefore those who are not now en-
lightened as to the present truth.

Deiar Brurtimey axp Sistirs —=~As error is fast
progressing, we should seck to be awake in the caure
of God, and realize the time in which we live.  Dark-
ness is to cover the carth, and gross darkness the peo-
ple. And as nearly all avound us are being cnveloped
1n the thick darkuess of error and delusion, it becomes
us to shake off stupidity, and live near to God, where
we can draw the divine rays of light and glory from
the countenance of Jesus.  As darkness thickens, and
error increases, we should obtain a more thorough
knowledge of the truth, and be prepaved to maintain
from the Seriptures the truth of our position.

We must be sanctified through the truth, he wholly
consecrated to God, and live out our holy profession,
so that he can shed increasing light upon us, that we
may have light in his light, and be strengthened with
his strength.  Every moment that we are not on our
watch, we are liable to be beset by the cnemy, and
In great danger of being overcome by the powers of
darkness,  Satan has his angely, who are commissioned
by him to be vigilant, and overthrow all they can; to
find out the waywardness and besetting sins of those
who profess the truth, and throw darkness around
them, that they may cease to be watchful, and take a
course that will dishonor the cause they profess to
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love, bring sorrow upon the church, whils daily the
misguided, unwatchful souls are growing darker, and
the light of heaven is fading from them. They can-
not discover their besetting sing, and satan weaves Lis
net about them, until they are taken in the snare.

They should never
defer their t:ins ond diffieulties to burden a whole
meetivg, or wait uniil some of the messengers come
to settle them. But get right before God, “have the
trials all out of the way, and be prepared to hold up
the hands of the laborers, iustead of weakening them.
